PROJECT DESCRIPTION: A queue warning system is being installed along the Turnpike system throughout Miami-Dade, 
Broward, Palm Beach, Orange, Osceola, and Hillsborough counties. Installation will occur along the Turnpike Extension/SR 
821, Florida’s Turnpike Mainline/SR 91, Sawgrass Expressway/SR 869, Beachline Expressway/SR 528, Daniel Webster 
Western Beltway/SR 429, and Veterans Expressway/SR 589. The system will alert motorists in advance of queueing or stopped 
traffic on the mainline that is backing up from specific congested interchanges through the Turnpike system. Construction will 
continue through mid-2024. Approximate cost: $5.5 million.

• Becker Road traffic wishing to access northbound Florida’s Turnpike/SR 91 will be directed to 
travel west on Becker Road to I-95, travel north on I-95 to Gatlin Boulevard (Exit 118), travel east 
on Gatlin Boulevard to Port St. Lucie Boulevard and travel east on Port St. Lucie Boulevard to 
access northbound Florida’s Turnpike. 

• Becker Road traffic wishing to access southbound Florida’s Turnpike will be directed to travel west 

on SW Becker Road to I-95, travel south on I-95, exit at SR 714/SW Martin County Highway (Exit 

110) and travel east on SR 714/SW Martin County Highway to access southbound Florida’s 

Turnpike. 

 
PROJECT DESCRIPTION: Florida’s Turnpike Mainline/SR 91 is being converted to an Electronic Tolling Collection (ETC) 
system from milepost 88 to milepost 236. This project includes the installation of new ETC gantries on the mainline, removal 
of the existing toll plazas on the mainline and interchange ramps. Several new Dynamic Message Signs will also be installed 
throughout the corridor. Construction will continue through mid-2024. Approximate cost: $107 million.
