Street, into a northbound Turnpike entrance ramp and a slip ramp for local traffic continuing to NW 117 Avenue, north of NW 
41 Street. Work consists of interchange improvements at SR 836 and NW 12 Street including the construction of three new 
ramps, and intersection improvements at NW 12 Street, NW 41 Street and NW 74 Street. Florida’s Turnpike bridges over SR 
836/NW 12 Street, NW 25 Street, NW 41 Street, NW 58 Street, and the NW 74 Street Canal will be widened. Work also includes 
constructing sound walls along qualifying residential areas, milling, and resurfacing, guardrail and fencing, drainage, signage, 
and lighting improvements. Construction will continue through early 2025. Approximate cost: $245 million.

Improvements also include 
new highly reflective signing and pavement markings. Construction will continue through mid-2025. Approximate cost: $16.2 
million.
