CENTRAL TURNPIKE MAINLINE/SR 91 (Mileposts 188 to 240) 

OSCEOLA COUNTY 

 

FLORIDA’S TURNPIKE/SR 91 ELECTRONIC TOLLING CONVERSION PROJECT PHASE 8  

FROM LANTANA TOLL PLAZA TO THREE LAKES TOLL PLAZA 

 

No lane closures scheduled. 

 
PROJECT DESCRIPTION: Florida’s Turnpike/SR 91 is being converted to an Electronic Tolling Collection system from milepost 
88 to milepost 236. This project includes the installation of new gantries on the mainline, removal of the existing mainline and 
existing toll plazas on the interchange ramps and addition of several new Dynamic Message Signs. Construction will continue 
through mid-2024. Approximate cost: $107 million. 

 
FLORIDA’S TURNPIKE/SR 91 RESURFACING AND SAFETY IMPROVEMENTS PROJECT 

FROM MILEPOST 198.5 TO MILEPOST 207 & MILEPOST 248.5 TO MILEPOST 251 

 

Northbound and southbound Florida’s Turnpike/SR 91 between Milepost 198.5 and Milepost 207 

Overnight single lane closures, 7 p.m. to 7 a.m., Sunday, July 28, and nightly through Friday, August 2. 

 
PROJECT DESCRIPTION: Florida’s Turnpike/SR 91 is being resurfaced from mileposts 198.5 to 207 and from mileposts 248.5 
to 251 in Orange and Osceola counties. Construction will continue through mid-2024. Approximate cost: $21.8 million. 
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The Florida Department of Transportation’s mission is to provide a safe statewide transportation system that promotes the efficient movement of people and goods, supports the state’s 

economic competitiveness, prioritizes Florida’s environment and natural resources, and preserves the quality of life and connectedness of the state’s communities. 

 

FLORIDA’S TURNPIKE/SR 91 WIDENING PROJECT FROM  

CLAY WHALEY ROAD TO US 192 AND W. NOLTE ROAD INTERCHANGE  

 

Northbound and southbound Florida’s Turnpike/SR 91 between Clay Whaley Road and US 192 

Daytime shoulder closures, 7 a.m. to 5 p.m., Monday July 29, and daily through Friday, August 2. 

 
PROJECT DESCRIPTION: Florida’s Turnpike/SR 91 is being widened from two to four lanes in each direction, from Clay Whaley 
Road (formerly Kissimmee Park Road) to US 192 in Osceola County. This project includes constructing a new interchange at 
W. Nolte Road and removing the existing ramps at Clay Whaley Road once the new interchange is open to traffic. Construction 
will continue through late 2028. Approximate cost: $193 million.

FLORIDA’S TURNPIKE/SR 91 RESURFACING AND SAFETY IMPROVEMENTS PROJECT  

FROM CANOE CREEK SERVICE PLAZA TO THREE LAKES TOLL GANTRY 

 

Northbound and southbound Florida’s Turnpike/SR 91 between south of Canoe Creek Service 

Plaza and south of Three Lakes Toll Gantry (Milepost 227 to Milepost 235) 

Overnight single lane closures, 8 p.m. to 6 a.m., Sunday, July 28, and nightly through Thursday, 

August 1.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION: Florida’s Turnpike/SR 91 is being resurfaced between Canoe Creek Service Plaza and Three Lakes 
Toll Gantry (mileposts 227 to 235), in Osceola County. This project also includes installing high friction surface treatment to the 
asphalt to reduce skidding and improve vehicle traction during adverse weather conditions. New signage, pavement markings, 
new guardrails and lighting will be installed throughout the project limits. Construction will continue through late 2024. 
Approximate cost: $16.9 million.

traffic flow by enhancing the intersection of Presidents Drive and Sand Lake Road and providing sidewalks from John Young 
Parkway to Presidents Drive. Construction will continue through late 2027. Approximate cost: $114.6 million.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION: Florida’s Turnpike/SR 91 is being widened from four to eight lanes from Clermont/SR 50 to 
Minneola/Hancock Road in Lake and Orange counties. This project includes constructing a new Fosgate Road bridge over the 
Turnpike. The bridges at CR 438 and CR 455 will be replaced, as well as the Turnpike bridges over Jones Road, Old Highway 
50, and Blackstill Lake Road. The West Orange Trail bridge over the Turnpike will be replaced with a prefabricated structure. 
New electronic tolling gantries will be installed, and the existing toll booths and canopies at the SR 50 entrance and exit ramps 
will be demolished. Safety improvements for this project include a new Intelligent Transportation system, signage, pavement 
markings, signalization, lighting, and drainage. Construction will continue through mid-2026. Approximate cost: $162.3 million. 

 

FLORIDA’S TURNPIKE/SR 91 WIDENING PROJECT 

FROM MINNEOLA/HANCOCK ROAD TO O’BRIEN ROAD

in Lake County. This project includes replacing the bridges at Scrub Jay Lane, CR 561, US 19, and US 27/SR 19 South.  New 
electronic tolling gantries and buildings will be installed, as well as new stormwater treatment facilities. Safety improvements for 
this project include new signage, pavement markings, signalization, and lighting. Construction will continue through late 2028. 
Approximate cost: $233 million. 

 

FLORIDA’S TURNPIKE/SR 91 AND DANIEL WEBSTER WESTERN 

BELTWAY/SR 429 DMS UPGRADE AND RETROFIT PROJECT

PROJECT DESCRIPTION: Florida’s Turnpike Enterprise is enhancing dynamic messages signs throughout Florida’s 
Turnpike/SR 91 and the Daniel Webster Western Beltway/SR 429 throughout Sumter, Osceola, Orange, and Martin Counties. 
This project includes removing and replacing overhead message boards, known as Dynamic Message Signs. Work also consists 
of installing up-to-date programming for the system that provides motorists with real-time safety messaging and roadway alerts. 
Construction will continue through late 2024. Approximate cost: $1.3 million.

Work includes installing high friction surface treatment to the asphalt which 
will improve safety, roadway softness and traction for drivers and the installation of new guardrail and pavement markings to 
improve visibility in all lighting and weather conditions. Construction will continue through 2024. Approximate cost: $11.3 million.

Construction will 
continue through mid-2024. Approximate cost: $31.6 million.

This project includes constructing 
a new interchange at Polk Parkway and Braddock Road, widening Braddock Road from west of Polk Parkway to Berkley Road 
and constructing new electronic tolling points on the new Braddock Road ramps. Work also consists of resurfacing the ramps at 
CR 546, improving signage, pavement markings, signalization, lighting, and drainage throughout the project. Construction will 
continue through 2024. Approximate cost: $61.2 million.
