When filling out the form, please ensure you have completed the form in its entirety.  The tractor, trailer, and dolly data must be listed on the forms, before processing, along with the Driver/Vehicle Examination Report from the Bureau of Commercial Vehicle Enforcement (CVE). Please send your package to this office at the address above.  Once approved, permits will be issued for the tractors, along with the General Certification.
Please adhere to Rule 14-61 Regulations Governing Tandem Trailer: 

Rule Chapter 14-61, F.A.C., a Turnpike Tandem is authorized to travel onto and off the Turnpike when traveling on state roadways within 15 travel miles of designated company facilities, intermodal logistics centers as defined in Section 311.101, F.S.   A Special Route Specific Permit cost $63 per permit every 3 months.
Your package should include:

· General Certification Covering Turnpike Tandem Operations by Permittee
· Axle Weight Certification Form

· Certificate of Insurance

· Driver/Vehicle Examination Report (CVE)

· Driver Application for Special Certificate to Operate Turnpike Tandem Vehicle
