Turnpike.

¢ Northbound Florida’s Turnpike/SR 91 traffic wishing to access Becker Road (Exit 138), will be
directed to exit at SR 714/Stuart (Exit 133), travel west on SR 714/SW Martin County Highway to I-
95, and travel north on 1-95 to exit at Becker Road (Exit 114).

e Southbound Florida’s Turnpike/SR 91 traffic wishing to access Becker Road will be directed to exit
at Port St. Lucie Boulevard (Exit 142), travel west on Port St. Lucie Boulevard to SW Gatlin
Boulevard, travel west on SW Gatlin Boulevard to 1-95, and travel south on 1-95 to access Becker
Road (Exit 114).

PROJECT DESCRIPTION: Florida’s Turnpike/SR 91 is being converted to an Electronic Tolling Collection system from
milepost 88 to milepost 236. This project includes the installation of new gantries on the mainline, removal of the existing
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mainline and existing toll plazas on the interchange ramps and addition of several new Dynamic Message Signs. Construction
will continue through late 2024. Approximate cost: $107 million.
