This project includes reconstructing
the Turnpike bridges over Forest Hill Boulevard/SR 882, Southern Boulevard, and Belvedere Road. Additionally, sound barrier
walls will be constructed along qualifying residential areas. Safety upgrades feature the installation of new highly reflective
overhead signage and pavement markings, designed for optimal visibility in all lighting and weather conditions. Construction
will continue through early 2030. Approximate cost: $258 million.

FLORIDA’S TURNPIKE/SR 91 RESURFACING AND ROADSIDE IMPROVEMENTS PROJECT
FROM MILEPOST 169 TO MILEPOST 178

Northbound and southbound Florida’s Turnpike/SR 91 between Milepost 169 and Milepost 178
Overnight single lane closures, 9 p.m. to 7 a.m., Sunday, May 4, and nightly through Thursday, May 8.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION: Florida’s Turnpike/SR 91 is being resurfaced and the roadside improved from milepost 169 to
milepost 178, in St. Lucie and Indian River counties. Construction will continue through late 2025. Approximate cost: $25 million.

Construction
will continue through mid-2025. Approximate cost: $107 million.

SYSTEM-WIDE QUEUE WARNING SYSTEM
ENHANCEMENTS PROJECT

No lane closures scheduled.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION: The queue warning system is being enhanced along the Turnpike system throughout Miami-Dade,
Broward, Palm Beach, Orange, Osceola, Sumter, and Hillsborough counties. Installation will occur along the Turnpike
Extension/SR 821, Florida’s Turnpike/SR 91, Sawgrass Expressway/SR 869, Daniel Webster Western Beltway/SR 429, and
Veterans Expressway/SR 589. The system will alert motorists in advance of queueing or stopped traffic on the mainline that is
backing up from specific congested interchanges through the Turnpike system. Construction will continue through early 2025.
Approximate cost: $6.8 million.
