PROJECT DESCRIPTION: Florida’s Turnpike/SR 821 is being widened to 10 lanes between NW 106 Street and I-75. The
project entails constructing a new eastbound Okeechobee Road to southbound Florida’s Turnpike entrance ramp and a new
northbound Florida’s Turnpike exit ramp to eastbound Okeechobee Road, as well as an additional lane in each direction on
Okeechobee Road between west of the Turnpike and NW 107 Avenue. Work also consists of constructing a new diverging
diamond interchange at Florida’s Turnpike and NW 170 Street. Resurfacing, guardrail and fencing, lane striping, stormwater
drainage, signage and lighting improvements will also be installed as part of this project. Construction will continue through early
