OSCEOLA COUNTY

FLORIDA’'S TURNPIKE/S.R. 91 WIDENING PROJECT FROM
CLAY WHALEY ROAD TO U.S. 192 AND W. NOLTE ROAD INTERCHANGE

Northbound and southbound Florida’s Turnpike/S.R. 91 between Clay Whaley Road and U.S.
192 (Milepost 239 to Milepost 242)

PROJECT DESCRIPTION: Florida’s Turnpike/S.R. 91 is being widened from two to four lanes in each direction, from Clay
Whaley Road (formerly Kissimmee Park Road) to U.S. 192 in Osceola County.
