This project includes reconstructing the Turnpike bridges 
within the corridor, improving the interchanges at Biscayne Drive and Tallahassee Road and constructing a new northbound 
entrance ramp from Tallahassee Road. Construction is scheduled to continue through mid-2028. Approximate cost: $99 
million.

Northbound and southbound Florida’s Turnpike/S.R. 91 between Turnpike Extension/S.R. 821 
and Griffin Road/S.R. 818 (Milepost 47 to Milepost 54)

As part of these improvements, a new lane is being added in each direction within the project limits to increase capacity, 
reduce congestion, and enhance safety. This project also includes installing new roadway lighting, signage, fresh pavement 
markings, and upgrading the intelligent transportation system to promote safer and more efficient travel. Noise walls will be 
constructed along qualifying residential areas. Construction will continue through 2029. Approximate cost: $100 million.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION: The Florida’s Turnpike/S.R. 91 and Boynton Beach Boulevard/S.R. 804 (Exit 86) interchange is 
undergoing significant enhancements to improve traffic flow and safety. This project includes a new westbound turn lane 
from Boynton Beach Boulevard to northbound Florida’s Turnpike and an additional lane from the northbound Florida’s 
Turnpike exit ramp to Boynton Beach Boulevard. Safety upgrades feature the installation of new highly reflective overhead 
signage and pavement markings, designed for optimal visibility in all lighting and weather conditions. Construction is 
scheduled to continue through early 2026.
