PROJECT DESCRIPTION: Florida’'s Turnpike/S.R. 91 is being widened from two to four lanes in each direction, from north of
Southern Boulevard/S.R. 80 to north of Okeechobee Boulevard/S.R. 704 in Palm Beach County.
