This project includes reconstructing the Turnpike bridges
within the corridor, improving the interchanges at Biscayne Drive and Tallahassee Road and constructing a new northbound
entrance ramp from Tallahassee Road. Construction is scheduled to continue through mid-2028. Approximate cost: $99 million.
